The Music Department is now accepting registrations for the 2010 fall private music lesson session. The fall lesson program will run for twelve-weeks (a lesson once a week for 12 weeks).  This is a great way for your child to maintain their progress and skill and/or help to build and work on skills they need to be successful.

Payment in full is needed to process your registration.  Attached is the list of the private teacher by instrument type and the dates/times they will be teaching in the fall.   Private lessons are offered on all band instruments, voice, guitar, piano, violin, viola, cello, bass, and percussion.  Each student will be allowed one excused absence.  A make-up week will be built into the schedule at the end of the lesson semester for this purpose.  Please understand that you are contracting the private lesson teacher’s professional time and you must be able to commit to a permanent consistent lesson time for the entire 12 week semester.  Lessons will not be made up by the teacher when a student fails to show up or cancels without 24 hours notice.
The 2010 fall lesson semester will consist of 12 lessons and runs September 13th (Monday) – December 9th (Thursday).  Lesson make-up weeks if needed will be December 13th – 22nd.      All lessons take place in the high school music department wing between the hours of 2:15 PM – 9:00 PM.   The music department will be offering private lessons for students in grades 3-12, and for grades 5-8,  a semi-private lessons (2 students) option is also available (see page 3 for details).   Payment in full and the completed registration form is due on or before September 1, 2010th.
