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Pembroke High School Field Trip Permission Form

Dear Music Student and Parents and/or Caregivers:

The Pembroke High School Music Department is attending a music festival in New York City!   This optional school sanctioned trip is open to students who participate in the Concert Band, Wind Ensemble, Jazz Band, Concert Orchestra, Freshmen Girls’ Choir, Concert Choir, Chamber Singers, and Women’s Choir.  The trip will begin when we leave afterschool on Thursday, April 12 and will be returning to Pembroke on Sunday evening, April 15th.  Once back from New York, it will be the April Vacation week from school.  We will be taking part in the Festivals of Music competition, and highlights of the trip include our festival competition, hearing other high school groups perform/compete, attending a “meet and greet” with Broadway performers, a visit to the Statue of Liberty, and experiencing historic Ellis Island.  Below are all the details about our trip for you to review.  We hope that every music student will take part in this amazing trip experience. Start saving your pennies!
What is the Festivals of Music?
Since its inception in 1982, Festivals of Music has set the standard for quality festival programs throughout the United States and Canada. It’s mission is as follows:
“As fellow music educators, our mission is to constantly refine the student festival experience through innovative technology, dedicated staff, inspiring adjudicators, and quality facilities.  These are combined in a positive end of the year activity that will motivate our students to strive not only for excellence, but to make music a lifelong pursuit”.
What are the dates of the trip?

Departing after school on Thursday, April 12 and returning the evening of Sunday, April 15th.  (The students will miss one day of school. This is a school sanctioned trip)

What is the departure time from PHS on Thursday, April 12th?

We will depart at 2:30 PM

When will we return to Pembroke on Sunday, April 15th?

Anticipated arrival time back to Pembroke High School will be 8:00 PM.
What takes place during this trip?

Each ensemble will prepare and perform 3 repertoire selections for a panel of adjudicators.  The ensembles will be judged on a national music rating out of 100 points and awarded a trophy on the following scale:
Superior rating:  100 – 90

Excellent rating:  89 – 80

Good rating:  79 – 70

Honorable Mention:  70 - 

All of our performances take place at a high school in New Jersey.  In addition to our day at the competition site, we will be attending a breakfast awards ceremony, a Broadway show with a “meet & greet” session with Broadway Performers, visiting the Statue of Liberty, historic Ellis Island, and if we can squeeze it in, we would like to visit the 9/11 Memorial. 

What is the student cost of the trip?

$740.00 is the cost for each student.  
This includes:

· transportation by deluxe motor coach bus

· 3 nights deluxe hotel accommodations (quad occupancy, Marriott in New Jersey)
· 2 Full American Breakfasts each morning in the hotel

· Pizza Party at the hotel the night of arrival

· Dinner at the Hard Rock Café

· Participation in the Festivals of Music

· Meet the Artist, Dinner, & Broadway Show

· Ellis Island and Statue Of Liberty
· All Taxes and Gratuities

· One luggage tag for each participant
Will there be any fundraising opportunities for my child to participate in?

Yes.  Fundraising activities must follow the school district policy guideline which state, “no organization may propose more than one fund raising activity conducted by students as direct fundraisers in any one year.”   
The poinsettia fund raiser will be offered for student to elect to participate in and every plant sold will reduce the trip cost for the individual student trip cost.  For example, John Pembroke sold 40 poinsettias (at a profit of $5.00 a plant) and his cost of the trip was reduced by $200.00.  

We understand that the cost associated with this trip is a hardship for families.  
The music department is committed to providing outstanding learning opportunities for our students and feels that, as a growing department, the time has come to participate in these types of enrichment activities.  Many of our area high school music departments take trips such as these.

The Pembroke Association for the Performing Arts is also dedicated to fundraising to support the trip.  More information will be forth coming as fundraisers are put into place. 

How do I secure my reservation for this trip and what if I pay and then can’t go?
A non-refundable deposit of $150.00 and the signed permission slip forms secures your reservation on this trip.   Unfortunately, we are not able to refund the deposits, so once you have committed to go, you must attend. Please think carefully about committing to go before paying the required deposit. The remaining balance of the trip will be in completed in two payments and those will be due in December and late February.  

The initial deposit and paperwork are due on or before Friday, October 7, 2011.
What’s next?
In order for your child to participate in this experience, please complete the following steps:

1. Complete and sign the permission slip (2 pages)
2. Select Broadway show preference – The Lion King or Wicked

3. Return all paper work with a check payable to “Pembroke Public Schools” in the amount of $150.00 (non-refundable deposit) to Mrs. Sousa, Mr. Glass, or Ms. Snowdon on or before Friday, October 7, 2011.
4. Two additional payments of $295.00 will be due on December 16, 2011, and February 29, 2012*.   
*The final payment amount due will be adjusted if a student elects to participate in fundraising activities.  In addition, once the Broadway tickets are secured and paid for, if for any reason, ticket prices vary from quoted price (based on availability at time of purchase), any/all ticket price adjustments needed will be made to the final payment due to reflect what each student is paying on the face value of their Broadway ticket. Ticket prices will not be more than quoted, but they may come in under quoted price.
THIS TRIP IS NOT MANDATORY OR REQUIRED FOR STUDENTS
Parents – want to come with us?  We need chaperones.
We will be traveling on coach buses and need approximately 20 chaperones.
